WEEKLY WORDS FROM THE ROCK: 

One Thought on the Resurrection 
Happy Easter.  I have many thoughts on Easter’s past.  As a child, they would include: 
      -  Heading to Mass on Easter Sunday morn. 
      -  Anticipating the Easter Bunny. 
      -  Sometimes the weather was good.  Sometimes it was nasty. 

-  An Easter dinner which left one’s tummy stuffed. 
 
As a priest, some memories are: 
      -  The various people who entered the church through the RCIA (today known as the OCIA) process. 
      -  Seeing families gathered tomorrow whether it be children coming home to visit or on school break. 
      -  Wherever I have been, the sheer numbers who attend on Easter.  There is something to resurrection faith. 

-  How tired I am after the final Easter Mass. 
 
With these memories, I would like to share with you one thought which comes from the Easter gospel sto-
ries.  In the gospels, three people are brought back to life.  They are in order: 
      1.  Jairus’ daughter.  Jairus begs our Lord to come to heal his daughter.  By the time he arrives at Jairus’ 
 home, his daughter has died.  This doesn’t deter Jesus.  He brings her back to life. 
      2.  The son of a widow of Nain.  On the outskirts of town, Jesus comes across a funeral procession.  He 
 learns it is the only son of a widow.  Feeling her sadness, he brings the son back to life.  

3.   Lazarus.  We are familiar with his story.  In the tomb for four days, Jesus asks the stone to be removed 
and cries out, “Lazarus, come out.”  Lazarus walks out and is untied and let go free. 

The stories track a gradual procession.  We begin in a home, move to the outskirts of town, before finally ending 
up in a tomb.  The common characteristic in all these stories is that not a word is spoken of those brought back 
to life.  They could have answered some profound questions about death but are silent.  The reason being is the 
gospels are about Jesus Christ.  Such is why we have few known words of Mary and none from Joseph.  The 
gospels concern Jesus and Jesus’ salvific work. 
 
Today that salvific work comes to its culmination.  Jesus Christ is risen.  Like the three stories I shared with you 
above, Jesus also experienced death.  The difference for Jairus’ daughter, the son of the widow of Nain, and Laz-
arus is they will all face death again.  That is what sets apart their story from the story of our Savior.  Yes, Jesus 
would die, not to be brought to life to die again, but to rise and die no more.  His definitive answer is death no 
longer has the final say.  The final say comes in Jesus Christ.   
 
Which leads to my one thought on Easter.  While the silence of those Jesus brought back to life is fact, Jesus’ resurrec-
tion is different.  He isn’t silent.  His word to the disciples on that Easter evening is “Peace.”  In John 20:19, we 
read, “On the evening of the first day of the week, when the doors were locked, where the disciples were, for 
fear of the Jews, Jesus came and stood in their midst and said to them, “Peace be with you.”  In John 20:20-21, the 
word peace is again at the fore. “When Jesus had said this, he showed them his hands and his side.  The disciples re-
joiced when they saw the Lord.  Jesus said to them again, “Peace be with you.  As the Father has sent me, so I send 
you.”  To all, on this Easter Sunday, his words aren’t elaborate, yet they change everything.  To us, he says, “Peace.”   
 
And with the word peace commands a command.  We are to go.  “As the Father has sent me, so I send 
you.”  Sent, our word is that Jesus Christ is alive, Jesus Christ is risen.  Happy Easter!
